newly picked, tresh-trom-the-garden Howers—tie small
bouguets of blooms at the tablecloth corners, sprinkle
flower petals by your front door and on the table, and
decorate with an assortment of already-blooming teas
in glass containers for a beautiful flowering tea.

If the smell of citrus or the thought of juicy pineapple
entices you, invite your friends to a Tropical Tea by the
Sea Party. Richardson celebrates tropical locales with
her menu of Orange Tarragon Savory Scones, Citrus
Chicken Salad, Tropical Fruit Salsa with Plantain Chips,
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Bubble tea was created in Taiwan in the early 1980s, when tea vendors
begon shaking their fruit-flavored teas, causing bubbles to vise to the top.
Brew your own by following Lisa Boalt Richardson’s recipe, complete with
slightly sweet tapioca pearls. Then, enchant your guests by carrying the
bubble shape throughout the table, from the serving bowls to the food.
